8/17‐8/20: The 107th Anniversary of Fisherman’s Feast – Boston’s Oldest ConƟnuous Italian FesƟval in the North End ‐ The Fisherman's Feast 

is an annual event that began in Boston in 1910 and is based on a tradiƟon that goes back to the 16th century in Sciacca, Sicily. The Feast is 

based on the devoƟon of the fishermen from Sciacca to the Madonna del Soccorso (Our Lady of Help). When the fishermen immigrated to 

America in the early 1900's, they brought their tradiƟons with them. Today's Feast is much the same as it was over 100 years ago with lights 

adorning the street and the smell of sausage in the air. The current Feast is organized by the descendants of those original immigrants and sƟll
