The Daniels family bought the
land in 1759 and has worked it for
10 generations.

The property began as a work-
ing farm with dairy, poultry, and
sheep and was transformed into
a campground 54 years ago by
Albert Daniels. Today, Normandy
Farms employs about 140 workers
and has more than 400 campsites,
including deluxe cabins, yurts, and
safari tents on about 100 wooded
acres.

Over the years, Normandy
Farms has been recognized for
being a leader in the RV indus-
try. It won the RV Park of the
Year award four times from the
Association of RV Parks and
Campgrounds, and was recognized
by the Travel Channel as One of
the Top Campgrounds in the World
and by Yankee magazine as Best
Luxury RV Park.
